Celebrating the Victory! 
Life Group Agenda for the week of September 6-12, 2009
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What bug or animal were you most afraid of as a child?” We are in a series called, “Life Wide Open” where we are going to study various passages to learn how we can move from being “consumer” Christians to “Living Life Wide Open” Christians. This series continues our year-long study of the Gospel of Luke. Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Luke 10:1-20. 
In this passage, Jesus sends out 36 teams of disciples to reach people for the kingdom of God. These people were not necessarily better trained and educated than others, but they were sent out with the power and purpose of Christ to reach the world. We can experience victory in our lives when we come to understand that called has named each one of us Ambassadors of his kingdom regardless of our training or background. If we have his heart of compassion for people, then we will carry to them the message of the gospel. 
1. What is the significance of Jesus sending out the disciples in pairs?

2. Several times in the Gospels, Jesus mentions the harvest. What is he talking about?
3. What does the harvest look like in your life; in your neighborhood? How do you feel about the harvest in your world?
4.  What do you think Jesus meant by the saying, “I’m sending you out as lambs among wolves? Why would a Christian feel like a lamb among wolves? Have you ever felt like a lamb in the midst of wolves?

5. What does this passage tell us about the privileges we have in Jesus Christ? 

6. What was victorious about what the disciples experienced? What do we need to do today to experience victory in our lives? 
7. How can we pray for you this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Make a list (as a group) of the people you know who are without Christ in their lives. Consider putting their names on a “VIP” list so that the group can pray for them each week.

2. September 12-13, we begin our Fall Spiritual Growth Emphasis. This year’s title is, “One Month to Live.” We’ll be delving into the issue of what each of us would do if we only had one month left to live. Your section leader and community pastor will be getting more information to you about this emphasis in the days ahead.

3. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
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
