Kid’s Slot – Sept. 6th – 12th, 2009
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OVERVIEW: Children will learn that God has called them to be missionaries for Jesus – in their schools, in their families, in their neighborhoods….and beyond!
PREPARATION: You will need markers, copies of the attached color sheet of the world, a USA map or a world globe, and a NIV Bible and the Children’s Prayer Notebook.

BIBLE STORY & VERSE: Matthew 28:18-20 and Acts 1:8

ICEBREAKER: Open up the map or show the children the globe.  Explain that there are cities all over this country and the world that need to know about Jesus.  Have the children take turns closing their eyes and pointing to a place on the map/globe.
Ask:  Can you tell me something about that area?

Ask:  Do you think there are many Christians there?
Say: God, please send a missionary to____________[name the city/country the child pointed to] to teach people about Jesus. And, if there are Christians there now, please bless their work and keep them safe and strong in the Lord.
Say:  Maybe one of you will one day grow up to become a missionary.

READ: “INTO ALL THE WORLD” 

Bible Story (on the other side)
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Read: Matthew 28:18-20
Say:  Many Christian children feel that they are called to be missionaries one day.  And…they are right!  Everyone is called to be a missionary somewhere.  The only question is where?  Some people are missionaries in their own hometown, like Kenner or Metairie or New Orleans, where people they know do not love Jesus.  Others are missionaries to people who live nearby, but are of a different culture or race.  And there are people who go off to another land to be missionaries.

Read:  Acts 1:8

Say:  Let me read this Bible verse again and I want you to say “STOP” when I name a place where Jesus said we should go to tell others about Jesus.  (Reread Acts 1:8 slowly.  When the children yell, “stop,” explain what each place represents.)

Jerusalem = This means we should share Jesus with other people right in our own neighborhoods, like Metairie, Kenner, River Ridge, people in our schools, scout troops, or ball teams ~ people we see all the time.

Judea = This means we should share Jesus with other people who live in a nearby city.  The vision for our church is to reach the city of New Orleans and the surrounding area for Jesus.

Samaria = This means we should share Jesus with other people who might come from a different religious or racial background.  Their skin might be a different color, they might call God by a different name like “Allah” or “Jehovah” or “Budda.”  

Ends of the Earth = This means the whole world.  People in every country, every people group, every language need to hear about Jesus and His plan for their lives.

Say:  If people want to be missionaries in another country, they need to be able to tell other people about Jesus starting right in heir own town ~ right where they live.  Everyone knows people who don’t know Jesus.  Some might live near you.  You might even know their names.  They could be your relative or schoolmate.  Can you imagine a person leaving this earth without knowing about Jesus?  God is sad about every person who does not love Him and obey Him and he is happy when we tell others about him! 
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ACTIVITY:  Give each child a copy of the world globe to color.  Explain that there are children all over this world and right in our own hometown that need to give their hearts and lives to Jesus.  After the children have colored their pictures, have the children lay their hands on their pictures as you pray for these children and their families for God to send someone to tell them how to know Jesus as their Lord and Savior.  Say to God that if He sends any one of us, we would be willing to go.  Pray for the missionaries of your church that are telling others about Jesus every day.











BIBLE MEMORY VERSE: “Go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit.”  Matthew 28:19








RETURN:  Have the children return to the Life Group and display their pictures.  Explain that God has called all of us to be missionaries.  We are to tell others about Jesus starting right where we live, in our neighborhoods, schools, and offices.  God does send people to far away places, also.  Pray for the missionaries’ protection and a great harvest of souls.  Have the children recite their Bible memory verse.  The children then share in the prayer and fellowship time with the adults.
