Live Passionately! 
Life Group Agenda for the week of Sep 27-Oct 3, 2009
**Because of the “For Further Study” section on the back of the agenda, everyone in the group should have an agenda.

WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What is the best roller coaster you’ve ever been on? Why was it so memorable?” This week, we are in the midst of a series called, “One Month to Live” where we are asking, “If you had just one month to live, what would be different about how you live your life?” This series is our Fall Spiritual Growth Emphasis for 2009. Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

Show the DVD with the message from Pastor Dennis for Week 2
WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. 
Throughout life, we are confronted with opportunities to be bold, step out in faith, and passionately pursue those dreams and callings that God has placed on our hearts. Often we are tempted to play it safe and settle for so much less than what God has for us. But consider that the only way to experience this life the way God created it to be experienced is to embrace those opportunities head on.
Read Joshua 1:6-9 
1. What would you say is the main theme in this passage? What promises does God make to Joshua?
2. Why is it important to be both courageous and careful when confronted with an opportunity to step up and step out in faith?

Read Ephesians 5:15-17
3. What connection does this passage make between wisdom and understanding “the Lord’s will”?
4. Verse 16 says that we are to make the most of every opportunity? What does that say about how we manage our time? And why do you think it mentions that the times we live in are evil? 

Read 2 Peter 1:3-4
5.  What does verse 3 say about the provision that Christ has made available to all believers? What does verse 4 say about the power that Christ has made possible for all believers? What does all of this mean for you in your life? 
6. How can we pray for you this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Consider sharing what you are learning through this study with someone at work, at school, or in your neighborhood that you believe would benefit from these principles.
2. This week in the One Month to Live book, we are reading Days 2-8.
3. **Leaders: Please keep in mind that you will possibly have visitors to your group for this series. Be sure to make them feel welcome. You will also want to have your group members on the look out for people in the worship services who are not in a life group. 
4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.

(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
For further personal study:

1. Read Isaiah 41:9-10.


a. What does verse 9 reveal about the way God chooses the



people He wants to use?


b. God gives two commands in verse 10, both beginning with the



phrase “do not…” What are they, and what reassurances does



He give regarding these commands?


c. What promises does God make to His people at the end of



this passage?


What prohibits us from stepping out in faith and taking risks in life?


What promises and assurances does God’s Word give us if we would be


obedient to Him and the calling He has placed on our lives?

2. Read James 4:13-16.


a. What perspective does this passage want us to have on planning



for the future?


b. How should this perspective on planning for the future affect



the way we spend our time today?


c. This passage states that to “boast and brag…is evil.” How does



verse 15 suggest that we maintain a godly perspective in order



to avoid this type of boasting?


How has God called us to manage the time He has given us on this


earth? What are the primary factors prohibiting us from using our time


in this manner? What steps can we take to learn how to organize and


plan our time according to the purposes and plans of God?

3. Read Philippians 2:13.


a. What is the source of our desire and ability to live the life God



has created us to live?


b. What hope does this provide in the midst of difficult circumstances



or times when God has called us to stretch out in faith?


c. According to this passage, whose responsibility is it to accomplish



God’s “good purpose” in our lives? Are we left on our own?


Does God do it all, or do we both have a role in doing His work?


Why is this important to understand?


Where does the power to live the life God has called us to live come


from, and how can we tap into that power?
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
