Leave Boldly! 
Life Group Agenda for the week of Oct 18-24, 2009
**Because of the “For Further Study” section on the back of the agenda, everyone in the group should have an agenda.

WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What do you want to be remembered for? In what area of your life do you hope to make the most impact? This week, we are in the midst of a series called, “One Month to Live” where we are asking, “If you had just one month to live, what would be different about how you live your life?” This series is our Fall Spiritual Growth Emphasis for 2009. Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

Show the DVD with the message from Pastor Dennis for Week 5
WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. 
We are leaving a legacy, whether we realize it or not. The question is what type of legacy are we leaving? Are we building our lives today on a foundation that will last for all eternity, or are we investing our time here on earth in temporary things that will die when we do? Our houses will fall apart, our cars will break down, our influence will fade, and our names will be forgotten. So why not begin today investing our lives in things that will endure!

Read Psalm 112:1-6
1. According to verse 2, what impact does a man who “fears the Lord” and “finds great delight in his commands” have on the generations to come?
2. What type of person does verse 6 say will be remembered forever? In what ways is this contrary to the way our culture thinks?
3.  What does this mean for us if we desire to leave a lasting impact on people’s lives after we leave this earth?
Read Matthew 6:19-20
4. Jesus is speaking here on how we are to invest the one and only life he has given us. Why is our world consumed with accumulating treasures on earth?  
5. How do we store up treasures in heaven? What do you think the life of someone who stores up treasures in Heaven looks like?
Read 1 Kings 2:1-3
6. David’s charge to his son is to stay committed to the Word of God. Why is this such a powerful legacy to leave behind? What legacy do you want to leave to your family/loved ones?
7. How can we pray for you this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Take some time this week to write out some specific steps you can take to begin leaving a lasting impact on the people around you.
2. This week in the One Month to Live book, we are reading Days 23-30.
3. Our Fall Family Festivals are coming up on Oct 31st. We are currently collecting candy at each of our campuses. If you would like to volunteer in some other way as well, contact your community or campus pastor. 
4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.

(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
For further personal study:
1. Read 1 John 2:17.


a. In what ways do you see the world passing away? What do you



think are the desires of this world?


b. If the man who does the will of God lives forever and the



world and its desires are passing away, then where should we



be investing our lives? How should we be spending our time



here on earth? What should we be pursuing?


c. What does this look like for us? What does the life of someone



who pursues the will of God look like versus the life of someone



who pursues the desires of this world?
If you knew you had one month to live, how would you pursue the will

of God differently during the time you had remaining?

2. Read 2 Corinthians 4:18.


a. Scripture consistently teaches that the things of this earth are



temporary and fading while the things of Heaven are eternal.



In this passage, the Apostle Paul refers to those eternal things



as “unseen.” What are the “unseen” things in our world that will



endure for all eternity?


b. How are we to “fix our eyes” on things which are “unseen”?



Does this mean to physically look for them or to spiritually



discern them?


c. How do we learn to see the unseen? How do we learn to discern



between that which is temporary and that which is eternal?

If you knew you had one month to live, how would you store up

treasures for yourself in Heaven and invest in the things of eternity?

3. In what areas of your life are you investing in temporary things?


What steps do you need to take in order to begin spending your


life only on things that last for eternity? Commit to taking inventory


of those things in your life that require your time, money, and


attention and determine what is valuable and what is fading.

4. What people in your life are you leaving a legacy behind for?


What legacy would you like to leave them?

5. If you found out you only had weeks to live, what steps would you


take to ensure that you left behind the kind of legacy behind that


you wanted to? What prevents you from taking those steps now?
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
