Living with No Regrets! 
Life Group Agenda for the week of Oct 25-31, 2009
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What things are you most passionate about in life: cars? Sports? Shopping? Friends? This week, we at the end of our series called, “One Month to Live” where we are asking, “If you had just one month to live, what would be different about how you live your life?” This series is our Fall Spiritual Growth Emphasis for 2009. Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. 
This life on earth is preparing you for eternity. So how are you living it? Are you making the most out of every opportunity? God created us as passionate beings with intense desires and big dreams. He wants us to get the most out of life and be involved in things that are meaningful

and fulfilling while here on earth. Yet too often, we lose sight of the eternal and our passion for the present begins to fade. We go from thriving to merely surviving and from succeeding to simply existing. When our passion for life is gone, we feel empty. The only source of true fulfillment and passion in our lives is Jesus Christ. He designed us with a need for Him. Jesus Christ brings life and vitality and passion into our souls and allows us to truly live a “no regrets” life.
Read Acts 20:24 & Acts 21:13
1. How passionate was Paul about fulfilling the mission that God had called him to?
2. After being warned several times not to go back to Jerusalem because he would surely be

 killed, Paul declared that he was ready to lose his life for “the name of the Lord Jesus.”  
Nothing could minimize the passion this man had for Christ. What can we learn from the
 
passion of Paul? 
Read Matthew 4:2-4
3. What can we learn from Jesus’ response to Satan in verse 4?
4. During those times when we feel empty or like all of our passion has faded, where can we turn for strength and fulfillment? 
Read Romans 6:23
5. What is the consequence of our sin? How are we spiritually empty?

6. What is the only thing that can rescue us from that empty state? Why do you think it is important to know that it is a gift? 

7. How can we pray for you this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Take some time to reflect in and share with someone in your life, what this series has meant to you. How are you living your life differently since we started “One Month to Live?”
2. Think of people you can invite to your group for next week and plan to contact them. 
3. Our Fall Family Festivals are coming up on Oct 31st. We are currently collecting candy at each of our campuses. If you would like to volunteer in some other way as well, contact your community or campus pastor. 
4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.

(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
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
