As You Go! 
Life Group Agenda for the week of Nov 1-7, 2009
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What are some family traditions that have been passed down in your family?” This week, we are beginning a series on mentoring. In this series we are discussing what it means to mentor or disciple others. Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. 
Mentoring. It’s a word that sometimes makes a person cringe. It sounds like such a huge responsibility to “mentor” someone. We ask ourselves, “Am I mature enough in my faith myself to be able to mentor someone else?” And, “Do I really have time for this kind of relationship?” Well, in this series of agendas, we want to help alleviate your concerns. First, in this agenda, we want to discuss the “why” behind mentoring. Then in the subsequent agendas, we’ll explore the “how to’s” and the expected results of a mentoring relationship. By the time we’re done, you’ll be mentoring someone and may not even know it! Ok, that’s a bit of an exaggeration, but you will be on your way to a much better understanding of what it means to mentor someone for the Lord.  
Read Matthew 28:18-20
1. What is a disciple? What is involved in making a disciple? What does it mean to “make disciples as you go?”
2. Who helped you become a disciple or follower of Jesus? Who showed you how to live out the Christian life?
3. What are some reasons you should be concerned about discipling/mentoring others?

4. If you didn’t have a mentor, how would that have been valuable to you?

5. Have you helped someone else become a follower of Jesus or helped someone learn to walk with Him?

6. In your opinion, what qualifications does a person have to have to mentor or disciple others? (The answer is that you need to be a believer who is just a few steps ahead of the person you are mentoring)

7. What are some practical ways to pass on to others what you have learned up to this point in your walk with the Lord?
8. How can we pray for you this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Break up in to groups of two (men with men and women with women) and pray for one another. Pray for someone you know who needs to know the Lord. Also, plan to contact one another during the next week to share one thing God has taught you.
2. The Women’s Victory Retreat is scheduled for Nov 13th and 14th. Contact your community or campus pastor for more info.

3. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
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
