As You Go . . .INVEST! 
Life Group Agenda for the week of Nov 8-14, 2009
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “Who was your favorite teacher (in any arena) and why was that person your favorite?” This week, we are continuing a series on mentoring. In this series we are discussing what it means to mentor, invest in and disciple others. Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. 
Mentoring. In last week’s agenda, we explored the reasons we should mentor others. This week we are discussing one of the most notable mentoring relationships in the Bible – Paul and Timothy. Paul the Apostle was a very well-educated man. He was schooled by the most notable Jewish Rabbi of his day and then saved and set apart for ministry by the Lord Jesus. Paul’s life as a Christian was a life of continuous mentoring and training as evidenced by his letters to the churches. Timothy was a young man who surrendered his life to the Lord and desired to be all that God wanted him to be. He was raised in the faith by his mother and grandmother, so that would make him a third generation Christian. Paul saw and believed strongly in the potential of this young man and decided to invest some of his life into young Timothy. This relationship is a great model for us as we seek to be the disciplers God has called us to be.    
Read II Timothy 3:10-17
1. What do you gather here about the relationship of Paul and Timothy?
2. How do you think Timothy knows so much about Paul’s life?
3. What were the truths Paul shared with Timothy? What are some ways that we share the truth of God’s word with others?
4. What do you think it was like for Timothy to have someone like Paul as his mentor? 
5. If Paul was your mentor, what would you most want to learn from him?
6. In your opinion, what do you think were some reasons Paul was willing to invest in Timothy?
For the last two questions, have everyone get in groups of two and discuss:

7. How have you grown in your faith through someone’s investment in you?
8. How can we pray for one another this week?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
