As You Go . . . MULTIPLY! 
Life Group Agenda for the week of Nov 15-21, 2009
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask everyone to . . . “Name one friend from your childhood that you no longer see, and name one friend that you have been friends with for a long time.” This week, we are continuing a series on mentoring. In this series we are discussing what it means to mentor, invest in and disciple others. Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. 
The goal of mentoring is to develop someone to the point that they can mentor someone else in the faith. This week, we continue our glimpse into the mentoring relationship between Paul and Timothy with an emphasis on how those being mentored can become the ones mentoring.     
Read: 2 Timothy 3:14; Titus 1:4,5; and 2 Timothy 1:3-5
1. What are some of the differing mentoring relationships you see in these scriptures?
2. What are the different contexts these mentoring relationships take place in?
3. What are the relationships in your life that are similar to those listed in these scriptures?
4.  How can we multiply the Christ in us through the relationships just mentioned?
For the last two questions, have everyone get in groups of two and discuss:

5. How are you and God doing? In other words, how is you relationship with God and how are your quiet times with him?

6. How is your relationship and interaction with others in the Life Group; in the church?
7. How are you living your Christian witness out in the world? 
8. Who do you know who could benefit from a mentoring relationship?
9. Pray for one another.
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.

2.  Remember our food drive during the month of November. We are collecting non-perishable food items for those who are struggling to feed their families during this time of the year. Items can be dropped off at the church before or after worship services.

4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
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
