Everybody Needs Victory this Christmas! 
Life Group Agenda for the week of Dec 6-12, 2009
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “Is there a time when you "won" something (trophy, contest, event, drawing) and what was your prize?” This week, we continue is our series titled, “What Everybody Needs this Christmas.” In this series we are discussing the roles of Jesus as sited in Isaiah 9:6. In this agenda, we are looking at Jesus’ role of Mighty God. Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Isaiah 9:6-7 and Psalm 62:5-8
As we said last week, the holidays are a time for family, food, fun and fellowship. It also tends to be a time of busyness and frustration as we try to meet expectations (often times self imposed) in cooking, parties and presents.  The holidays are a joyous time for many, but there are also those who struggle greatly during the holiday season.  Struggles may be linked to family members that have passed, past hurts or broken relationships.  Today we want to look at keeping our focus on Jesus as the Mighty God in our lives and in the lives of our friends and family during this holiday season. 

1. According to Psalm 62:5-8, at what times and with what areas of our lives can we trust the Lord?

2. What aspects of our lives are we hesitant to “pour out” or fully surrender to God?
3. How do you normally handle the stresses and struggles of life?
4. After facing the struggles, do you feel victorious over your struggles or defeated by them?
5. According to Psalm 62:8 in order for God to be our refuge we must pour out our hearts to God. It is the idea of totally emptying ourselves in complete surrender to Him. How do you know this will work?  What are some examples in your life, others lives or from the Bible where a person(s) has completely surrendered to God, and God has provided victory for them?
6. What are some steps we can take in order to fully surrender areas in our lives that we stress and struggle over, and what would be the evidence to you that God has mightily worked or provided victory in these areas?  (write these down)

7. How can we pray for one another?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Last week, we encouraged you to make a list of some people in your life you can be ministering to as individuals or that we can reach out to as a life group. Who on that list needs victory in their life? What can you do this week to encourage them?
2. Begin thinking about the friends and family members you’ll want to invite to one of our Christmas Eve services this year. Consider attending as a Life Group. We’ll have services at all three campuses. 
3. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
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
