Everybody Needs Security this Christmas! 
Life Group Agenda for the week of Dec 13-19, 2009
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What is one item that is on your Christmas wish list this year?” This week, we continue in our series titled, “What Everybody Needs this Christmas.” In this series we are discussing the roles of Jesus as sited in Isaiah 9:6. In this agenda, we are looking at Jesus’ role of Everlasting Father. Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Isaiah 9:6-7 and II Chronicles 32:7-8
Santa Claus, the jolly fat man of Christmas is also called Papa Noel and Father Christmas. If you’re good, he will bring you everything you want (or at least as much as your parents can afford to pay his elves). But the Bible describes one who is so much greater than the bearded, red-suit guy. He is the real Father Christmas, the God and Father of us all, the Everlasting Father. And because he loves us, he doesn’t provide us with everything we want, but more than supplies everything we NEED. He not only provides the material things we need, but also the protection we need in the battles of life. Today, we are talking about how our Everlasting Father provides the security we need each and every day of our lives.  

1. What types of security are you looking for you and your family? (Financial, relational, emotional, physical) 
2. What types of things make you feel secure?
3. According to II Chronicles 32:7-8, how should we respond to the challenges of life? 
4. I John 4:4 tells us that the One who is in us (God) is greater than he who is in the world (the devil). What does that mean to you as a believer?
5. Having a sense of security requires that we exercise our faith in God, trusting him to provide for our needs. Can you tell us about a time when God miraculously provided for your needs?
6. Who do you know that is currently dealing with a crisis of insecurity that you (or we) can help in some way? 
7. How can we pray for one another?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. This year, there seems to be a larger number of people who are in need of some kind of help. What can you do (or have already done) as a group to relieve someone’s stress this holiday? 
2. Begin thinking about the friends and family members you’ll want to invite to one of our Christmas Eve services this year. Consider attending as a Life Group. We’ll have services at all three campuses. 
3. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
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
