Commitment to the Cause! 
Life Group Agenda for the week of Jan 3-9, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What was your favorite Christmas card or letter from this Christmas?” This week, we begin a series titled, “Inconvenient Commitments.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Colossians 1:1-2 
Our church’s theme for 2010 is, “An inconvenient Love.” During the month of January, we will be in a series of messages from the book of Colossians titled, “Inconvenient Commitments.” In this agenda, we are discussing what it takes to be faithfully committed to God and to other believers. A good definition of faith is, “to fully lean upon with one’s whole weight.” Does that describe your dependence on God and your dependability as a believer?
1.  Paul did not know the Colossians personally. He knew them through his disciple, Epaphras. Yet he writes this letter to encourage them in their faith. What would you include in a letter to people in other life groups that you don’t know to encourage them in their faith?

2. Paul calls the Colossians “faithful” brothers. What does it take to be faithful to God?
3.  What does it take to be faithful to each other in our Life Group and church?   
4. In what areas of your life do you feel that you struggle with being faithful?
5. What are some of the benefits of being faithful? 
6. If your life were a letter to other believers what would it say?

7. How can we pray for one another?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. We will have a Prayer and Praise service at each of our campuses on Wednesday, January 6th.
