Commitment to Living Supernaturally! 
Life Group Agenda for the week of Jan 10-16, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What is your favorite fast food combo?” This week, we continue a series titled, “Inconvenient Commitments.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Colossians 1:3-8 
Our church’s theme for 2010 is, “An inconvenient Love.” During the month of January, we will be in a series of messages from the book of Colossians titled, “Inconvenient Commitments.” In this agenda, we are discussing what it takes to be faithfully committed to God and to other believers. A good definition of faith is, “to fully lean upon with one’s whole weight.” Does that describe your dependence on God and your dependability as a believer?
1. What are some of the characteristics Paul mentions about the church in Colossae?

2. Paul commends the Colossians for their faith and love and says that those are a result of their hope. Why is faith and love the products of hope?  Why does hope have to exist first?
3. When did you first come to know the hope of Christ that is presented in the gospel? What was it about Christ that made the biggest impression on you at that time?
4. On a scale of 1-10 (10 being the strongest), how is faith, hope, and love growing in your life?    
5. What personal sacrifices will it take for you to grow in our faith, hope and love? How can we hold one another accountable for that growth?

7. How can we pray for one another?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. If you group has not already done so, you will want to create a “FRAN” list. FRAN stands for Friends, Relatives, Associates, and Neighbors. This would be a list of people that your group is actively praying for and planning to invite to your life group. Talk with your section leader or community pastor for more info.
2. Our annual prayer and fasting emphasis will take place in January. Look for more details to come soon in one of our upcoming worship services.
3. Brochures are available outlining our upcoming Collaborate classes that begin on January 13th. Plan on taking advantage of some of these discipleship and spiritual growth opportunities at one of our campuses.   
4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
