Commitment to Knowing God Better! 
Life Group Agenda for the week of Jan 17-23, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “What is one activity that really makes you happy or relaxed?” This week, we continue a series titled, “Inconvenient Commitments.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Colossians 1:9-14 
 Our church’s theme for 2010 is, “An inconvenient Love.” During the month of January, we are in a series of messages from the book of Colossians titled, “Inconvenient Commitments.” Today we are discussing what it takes in a commitment to know God better. People have many different ideas as to what God desires of us. But one thing He desires above all is for us to know Him.
1. What are three things that stick out to you about this passage? 
2. What do you think it takes to please God? In other words, what does He desire of you?
3. All of our good works should flow out of our knowledge of God. What are some things people do that help increase their knowledge of God?
4. What are the results for your life (according to this passage) of increasing in your knowledge of God and His will or desires for you? (Verses 11-14)
5. What needs to take place in your life for you to have a closer relationship with the Lord?
6. How can we pray for one another?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. If you group has not already done so, you will want to create a “FRAN” list. FRAN stands for Friends, Relatives, Associates, and Neighbors. This would be a list of people that your group is actively praying for and planning to invite to your life group. Talk with your section leader or community pastor for more info.
2. Our annual prayer and fasting emphasis will take place from January 21st to the 31st. Look for more details to come soon in one of our upcoming worship services.
3. Team Weekend is the last weekend in January. Encourage everyone who faithfully attends and those who haven’t been in a while to join you that weekend as we show our team spirit for being on the Lord’s team.
4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
