Commitment to Standing Strong! 
Life Group Agenda for the week of Jan 24-30, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “Where are you in the birth order of your family?” This week, we continue a series titled, “Inconvenient Commitments.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Colossians 1:15-23. 
 Our church’s theme for 2010 is, “An inconvenient Love.” During the month of January, we are in a series of messages from the book of Colossians titled, “Inconvenient Commitments.” We are talking today about the supremacy of Christ and the commitment we should have to His Lordship in out lives. 
1. In Biblical times, the title, “firstborn,” is given to those who are the primary heirs of a family. According to this passage, Jesus is the firstborn of creation. What rights does he have? 
2. In verses 15-18, what do you think is meant by “all things?”
3. How does Christ’s supremacy or Lordship impact us corporately as a church/
4. How does the Lordship of Christ Jesus impact your life?

5. As a group, put in your own words the message of verses 21-22. How has this message transformed your life?
6. Paul uses the phrase, “hope of the Gospel” numerous times in Colossians and it’s what he was describing in verses 21and 22. He uses that phrase to refer to Christ’s sacrificial death to pay for our sins. Who do you know that needs the hope of the Gospel? As a minister/servant of Christ, how can you take that hope to those who need it? 
7. How can we pray for one another?
WITNESS (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus outward on our ministry to the world.
1. Add the people you identified in question 6 above to your FRAN list. If you group has not already done so, you will want to create a “FRAN” list. FRAN stands for Friends, Relatives, Associates, and Neighbors. This would be a list of people that your group is actively praying for and planning to invite to your life group. Talk with your section leader or community pastor for more info.
2. Our annual prayer and fasting emphasis will take place from January 21st to the 31st. Look for more details to come soon in one of our upcoming worship services.
3. Team Weekend is the last weekend in January. Encourage everyone who faithfully attends and those who haven’t been in a while to join you that weekend as we show our team spirit for being on the Lord’s team.
4. Make Shared Ministry Assignments and then Fellowship together.
(Now is the time to welcome the children back into the group and let them share something about what they’ve learned. Have a brief time of prayer with the whole group before fellowship).
