Commitment to the Vision! 
Life Group Agenda for the week of Jan 31-6, 2010
WELCOME (15 min) – Welcome everyone.  This is a time for us to focus outward on our relationships with one another.  Share the Goals and 1 Guideline. For the Icebreaker, ask, “If you were to design your dream home, what would be the one element you could not live without?” This week, we continue a series titled, “Inconvenient Commitments.” Let’s stop and pray for our church at this time.
WORSHIP (15 min) – This is a time for us to focus upward on our relationship with the Lord.  Prepare a creative worship time that can be enjoyed by Children as well as adults/teens (you will be releasing the Children to their Kids Slot time after the worship).

WORD (45 min) – This is a time for us to focus inward and discover what the Lord is saying to us individually and collectively through His Word. Read Colossians 1:24-29. 
1. Verses 26-27 talk about how God’s plan or vision for mankind was a mystery through the ages, but was now being revealed. What was that mystery or secret?  
2. The fact that this mystery was hidden for a time shows us that God is in control and works according to His timing. Can one or two people share an example from your life when the timing of your circumstances didn’t make sense, but later you realized God was at work?
3. Paul says that, “Christ in you is the Hope of glory.” What does that mean?
4. In our city, there has been happiness/celebration and peace (limited crime and no destructive behavior) when the New Orleans Saints have played. That has come about as a result of people being unified in their desire to see the Saints perform well. How can the unity of Christians in our city have a similar or more profound and lasting impact on the well-being of the people of our area?

5. What role do you play in the spreading of the vision of the hope of glory? In other words, how can you make a difference for Christ in your family, your neighborhood, our city, our region?   
6. How can we pray for one another?
